Join us at First Church as we journey through the Lenten Season 
toward Easter with “Crossroads” a sermon series 

by Pastor Geller 
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Does anyone care about the 

truth of the Bible any more? We 

live in a culture where Biblical 

truth is not the cutting edge 

factor in how we live and make 

decisions. Our culture basically 

says, “Truth is whatever you 

want it to be.” If not that, at 

minimum we take a little of 

this, and a little of that, and 

somehow shake it up and come 

out with an individualistic ap-

proach to the way we spice up 

our lives. The growing trend is 

just that. In an article in “USA 

Today” (cover story), Cathy 

Lynn Grossman articulated that, 

“Many choose their faith from a 

spiritual buffet.” Even though 

Grossman shows with relevant 

data that America is having a 

spiritual awakening, she rein-

forces that the awakening is not 

found in traditional manifesta-

tions. Albert Mohler, president 

of one of America’s largest 

seminaries, says that he sees a 

rampant confusion about 

(Christian) faith. He sites the 

belief that leaders in the church 

are not being clear about what 

is basic Christian teaching and 

orthodoxy.  In the same article, 

Grossman says, “Despite Amer-

ican’s overwhelming allegiance 

to someone they call God 

(92%), in Pew’s 2008 US. 

Religious Landscape Survey, 

70% said, “many religions 

can lead to eternal life,” and 

68% said, “there’s more than 

one true way to interpret the 

teachings of my religion.” 

The summary of the article 

expresses that, “In short, we 

believe our own experiences 

are authentic, and no 

‘authority’ can say other-

wise.”  

 

The 21st Century Church fac-

es an incredible challenge. As 

a pastor, it is my joy and duty 

to articulate the truth of scrip-

ture that is found in 2,000 

years of Christian teaching. 

John Wesley, founder of the 

Methodist movement, said 

that when it comes to the es-

sentials of the faith, we can-

not bend or equivocate. When 

it comes to the non-essentials, 

we can live and let live.  

 

For me the essentials are ar-

ticulated well in the Apostle’s 

Creed: 

 

I believe in God, the Father 

Almighty, Maker of heaven 

and earth, and in Jesus Christ, 

His only Son, our Lord: 

Who was conceived by the 

Holy Spirit  born of the virgin 

Mary, suffered under Pontius 

Pilate, was crucified, dead, 

and buried; On the third day 

He arose again from the dead; 

He ascended into heaven, and 

sitteth on the right hand of 

God the Father Almighty; 

from thence he shall come to 

judge the quick and the dead. 

I believe in the Holy Ghost; 

    the holy catholic church; 

    the communion of saints; 

    the forgiveness of sins; 

    the resurrection of the body; 

    and the life everlasting. 

 

- Amen. 

 
When it comes to my convic-

tions, I will not bend at any 

point that is articulated in this 

creed. These for me are the 

essentials of the faith. They 

are truth worth dying for and 

most certainly worth living 

for.  

The Bible is my spiritual, ethi-

cal, and moral compass. It is 

the handbook that tells me 

how to live. It is the ‘living 

Word of God’.
